With the weather getting a little better and warmer, along with the days being a little longer, more and more 

motorcycle riders are hitting the highways.  So, what are you doing in order to be more visible to the other ve-

hicles on the road? 

There are many aspects to being more visible, so Iôm going to talk about a few of those, so you can decide 

how you are going to accomplish this ï 

 

Wear brightly colored clothing (especially the helmet and jacket) or have clothing with reflective aspects ï 

stripes or patches.  Black tends to ñblend inò with the surroundings, where as white / yellow / orange, 

prove to register in other driversô peripheral vision.  Maybe you like your leather jacket, so just wear a 

bright colored vest over the jacket.  These are readily available in most motorcycle accessory stores. 

 

Ride with your high beams on ï There are many thoughts on this aspect of making yourself more notice-

able, with some people stating that itôs a great way, while others call it a distraction, especially if that 

motorcycle is behind you.  Here are some ideas so you can make your own decision.  1)  High beams 

do help make yourself more visible, because of the ñextraò light, either on-coming or coming up be-

hind you.  Have you tried the new, brighter, headlight lamps?  These help quite a bit, without even go-

ing to high beam, so this is a thought also.  2)  Depending on the location of your turn signals on the 

front, sometimes the high beam brightness can wash out the turn signal lights, so this is also something 

to consider.  3)  Practicing the use of high beams during the day, may also get you in trouble, due to 

the fact that some states define the use of high beams during the day, illegal.  North Carolina for exam-

ple defines the ñfailure to dimò without a time of day restriction.  4)  Extra front lighting, such as driv-

ing lights or fog lights are a good idea too.  5)  Modulating headlights are an option too, with differing 

opinions are whether these are good or bad, but it is your decision. These are legal in all 50 states, so 

you donôt have to worry about that aspect of these. 

 

Extra rear lighting is a very good way to become more visible to vehicles behind you.  There are many op-

tions available for increasing the amount, brightness (LED) and location.  So checking into these 

through motorcycle accessory dealers or talking with motorcycle companions on what they did to ac-

complish this task. 

 

Here are a few miscellaneous items to bring more attention to yourself and the bike --  1)  Make eye con-

tact, as best you can, paying close attention to the other drivers heads and where they looking.  2)  Use 

of your hands for additional notification of your lane changes or turns.  3)  Do your best to ride in an 

ñopen zoneò to avoid other vehicles all together.  4)  Changing lanes occasionally or just movement 

from the left track to the right track will provide movement in the other drivers vision and bring aware-

ness that something/someone is close by. 

 

I hope these are things that you will consider and think about as you ride.  Being 

ñvisibleò to the other drivers / vehicles on the road is the key to your success at being 

accident free and the ability to enjoy the ride.
