I guess safety can be expressed in many ways, and how you think about safety is shown by your actions, in 

front of others, and when youôre by yourself. Letôs go over a few things -- 

 

Doing the right thing(s) to maintain yourself, your co-rider, and your motorcycle to express safety in all that 

you do, is so very important. 

 

As for yourself ï Making sure you feel well enough to ride, is important, because if youôre not feeling well; 

sniffles, coughing/sneezing, runny eyes causing blurry vision, head ache, or even just being excessively tired, 

can cause you to not be reacting as promptly or correct, as you should. Distracting you from proper attention 

to your surroundings are common occurrences brought about by these reactions to an allergy, cold, flu, medi-

cations, or maybe just muscle aches from too much, or excessive activity. 

 

These same things mentioned here also apply to the co-rider, just as well. If they are not feeling well, this 

might lead to not recognizing a hazard that you, the rider might have missed noticing.  Or if the co-rider is 

tired, not feeling well, or even feeling faint, and excessively moving around in the back seat, this could cause 

the rider problems with proper handling of the bike in normal conditions, let alone if an emergency move is 

required. 

 

Now, for the bike, itself ï Proper maintenance will keep you upright and moving down the rode properly and 

safely all the miles you go. There are so many things to cover with regards to this; so I am just going to high-

light some key areas (Not in any special order) ï  

 

(1) Tires and brakes with good tread and brake pad thickness will give you good traction for getting down the 

road, straight or curves, along with the ability to slow down or stop quickly and safely as the needs arise.  

(2)  (2) Lighting ï All significant lighting is working properly with regular checks for proper illumination (no 

burned out bulbs).   

(3) (3) Proper maintenance ï Oil / filter changes, tune-ups, mechanical adjustments, non-engine lubrication 

points, etc. will keep you dependably running down the highway without trouble. 

 

Riding attire is very important too ï The blacktop is not very forgiving when the human body meets up with it, 

even at only 5 or 10 miles per hour. Recommended levels for riding attire are, to be fully covered with protec-

tive clothing; such as ballistic nylons, as theyôre called, for jackets/pants or pant over-garments (chaps), , 

leather can be used in these areas also, along with for your gloves.  

 

And of course your helmet ï DOT approved, with full face highly recommended.  Three quarter helmets are 

OK and safer than the half helmets, but still not providing the full coverage required to best keep your head in 

one piece in case of impact with an object such as another vehicle or the pavement.

Pantry and the Temecula Food Pantry.  Upon arrival at the Murrieta Pantry we were greeted by volunteer; 

Tiffany Berry who introduced us to Maria Bhanukitsiri who is the Food Pantry Manager for Murrieta. 

Maria was delighted with our donations and said ñI love all the Bikersé we are so blessed by their generos-

ityñ. A volunteer at the Pantry who happened to be a Harley rider greeted us when he saw are Chapter Vests 

and told the others ñThe Wingers are here!ò They had 48 volunteers on November 16th to help with the 

many functions of the pantry. We were given a tour of the pantry and the tally board which showed the past 

week count was for 550 families on Wednesday and 624 families on Thursday.  With the holidays they ex-

pect the count to be much higher; Maria also shared with us that they have 1600 children registered for 

Christmas gifts. One of the needs they have for the holidays is script cards (or gift cards) which they are 

planning on giving from Wal-Mart so the families can pick out what would be special for their children and 

age appropriate.  

 

Temecula Pantry  

Emma Alcantar who has worked at the Temecula Pantry for the past five years helped us load up the shop-

ping carts with our donations of canned goods and turkeys.  Emma and Clair gave us a tour and expressed 

their appreciation for our donation to the pantry.  Temecula Pantry is open three days a week with fresh 

fruit and bread to help between the weekly food pick up dates. They help approx.  65-100 families three 

times a week, and in the next few weeks they will be open every day. The Director, Margie Hammersley 

visited with us and expressed just how much they appreciate all the other donations of coats and clothes 

Chapter Z has brought them this past year.  When asked, what their extra needs during the holidays were 

she stated they have 150 families and they would like to be able to give gift cards to the 15-18 age groups 

which are sometimes forgotten, gift cards such as; Movies, Big Five, Target, and hair products for the girls. 

The generosity of Chapter Z and all its members is amazing. Our memberôs commitment to helping our lo-

cal families weather the crises in their lives is appreciated by those who help them and most importantly by 

all those who benefit.
