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Breaking Up is Hard To Do 

If a lane change results in the groupôs changing formation -- the bike which was unable to move into the new 

lane slows down and becomes for a time the Lead Bike for the left lane, while the rest of group moves ahead 

in the slower lane -- or, the bike which was unable to move right is forced to PASS the slower group -- should 

the new Lead Bike take the left forward track? 

Ordinarily, no. Only if the group breaks into two obvious sub-groups and becomes separated for a substantial 

period of time should the ñnew Lead Bikeò move into a new track to the left, if that has not been that riderôs 

normal position. Otherwise, this will be only a temporary break in formation, and the riders will quickly enter 

the new lane and re-form as usual behind the Lead Bike, in the positions they had originally. 

Why doesnôt the ñnew Lead Bikeò change tracks? Because during any period in which the bikes are changing 

tracks, the spacing between them is cut in half, drastically reducing the reaction time and space available to the 

rider in case the bike directly ahead of him becomes a problem. In a lane change, this period is fairly short. If 

the ñnew Lead Bikeò shifts position and all the bikes following attempt to adapt to the new configuration by 

changing to a different track, they will then have to change back when the original group re-forms. There is no 

real reason to put the riders in additional jeopardy this way in order to have the ñcorrectò formation, just for 

short periods.  

Forcing all the bikes in the rest of the group to change track position is especially hazardous in the case of a 

new group rider who has become accustomed to riding in the protected ñslotò as opposed to facing oncoming 

traffic in the exposed left track position. In most cases, anyone who is riding in a group will quickly adapt to 

this change of conditions and track positions, but there may be times when a new rider who is trying to learn 

this whole concept will be very uncomfortable changing tracks. The Drag Bike should pay special attention to 

inexperienced riders under these conditions. 

This pattern may occur not only during a lane change, but also during a passing maneuver or when a group 

gets separated in traffic because of signal lights and traffic flow. 

The Drag Bike will usually notify the Lead Bike and the rest of the group after a brief separation by one or 

more riders that the group has re-formed by saying, ñWeôre family.ò 

The same basic lane-changing principle for entering slow-moving lanes also applies when a group is entering 

faster-moving traffic where at least two lanes of traffic are moving in the same direction; that is, moving from 

the right lane to the left. The first bike to move creates a gap for the remaining bikes. Since traffic is pulling 

away from the group as each member enters the lane, this maneuver is done back to front. 

The maneuver is accomplished in this manner: The Lead Bike signals for a lane change and announces to the 

group via CB and turn signals that the group will be moving to the left, back to front. Then the Lead Bike asks 

the Drag Bike to ñsecure the laneò to the left to which the Drag Bike should normally respond with ñStand 

by.ò All station-keeping bikes maintain their position while this occurs, putting their own turn signals on to 

indicate the move to be made. The Drag Bike then moves first when a space in the lane to the left opens up 

and radios to the Lead Bike and the group, ñThe lane is secured.ò

Members Cornerñ History of the 8-Ball RunñKaren McNally & Pat & Donna Dolan  
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Chapter CA1Z originally formed in 1992 in Moreno Valley.  According to Minnie Keyes, one of our long time 

members, she and her husband John were at that first meeting with about ten other eager people that wanted to 

join GWRRA.  Tom and Terry Pennoni organized this meeting and were the first Area Representatives (as 

they were called back then).  Steve and Roxie Evans served as their first Assistant Area Representatives for 

one year and then Bruce and Sharon Hopke served the next year as the AAR. 

 

 It was not until 1996 that we had the first Chapter Z run, Steve and Marti Plass were our CD's.  Temecula was 

not near as populated; there were no large parks and I don't believe there was a Honda dealer.  Where to start 

the event was a big decision.  One of our members, Jerry Johnson, had a good friend that owned the High So-

ciety Billiards and Dart Club on Jefferson in Temecula.  He agreed to let us start our run there and pool games 

were offered for those that might not go on the run.  Hence the name; The Eight Ball Run.  A pin was designed 

by Pat Dolan which represented a black eight ball and variations of that pin lasted for 5 years.  It was a suc-

cessful run and we had a beautiful ride with three stops where they drew for high and low poker hands.  The 

run ended at a park in Escondido and hot dogs, chips and drinks were served. 

 

Due to a difference of opinion with GWRRA and our chapter members; the Chapter disbanded in December 

1996.  We became the Z Riders.  We still went to other Chapters runs but it was not the same as belonging to 

GWRRA.  The Chapter was re-established in December 1997 with Roy and Sarah Wielkie as CD's and Jerry 

and Tish Johnson as ACD's.  The Chapter moved to Temecula.  The second Eight Ball run was held in October 

of 1998.  Again we chose the High Society Billiards and Dart Club to begin and ended at the park in Escon-

dido. 

 

 We have had a few different start and stop places for the Z run.  A memorable ride, as far as food goes, was in 

1999.  We began the run at Der Wienerschnitzel in Temecula and ended at Highland Cycle in San Bernardino.  

We served spaghetti, salad and garlic bread.  Long tables were sat up in the parking lot and everyone really 

enjoyed the food.  Lots of requests for a repeat on that menu came our way.  Our chef and his wife moved to 

Arizona the next year and no one was eager or willing to prepare all of that sauce! 

 Probably our most elegant run started at Pechanga Casino in 2002; it was their Grand Opening.  We were 

given a huge banquet room with lots of parking.  The tables all had white cloth table covers with white cloth 

skirts.  The table where coffee was served was set with sterling silver coffee containers and sterling cream and 

sugars; kept filled by waiters in white jackets.  The waiters also took care of the sweets table; serving a variety 

of donuts and sweet rolls.  Tickets were in everyone's registration envelope for 50% off on a buffet meal.  

Since Pechanga personnel set up the tables, coffee and sweet depots, cleaned up after and the food was buffet, 

there was not much work for our members. We had 318 attendees and were pretty pleased with ourselves.  

Rancho Damacitis was our charity and the different Chapters contributed  towels, sheets, clothes for the kids 

and school supplies.  There was a huge table of contributions for Cliff from Rancho Damacitis to take home.  

Pat and Donna Dolan and their ACD's Mick and Darlene Herod did some pretty fancy event negotiations 

which turned out to be  very impressive.  The chapter's cost was zero.  Next year when Mick approached them 

to have the event there again they quoted him $5,000.

Peroxide, the benefits of that plain little olô bottle of 3% peroxide you can get for under $1.00 at any drug 

store. Most doctors donôt tell you about peroxide, or they would lose thousands of dollars. 

 

1. Take one capful and hold in your mouth for 10 minutes daily, then spit it out. No more canker sores 

and your teeth will be whiter. Use it instead of mouthwash. 

 

2. Let your toothbrushes soak in a cup of peroxide to keep them free of germs.
