How is GWRRA Structured? 

 

The Home Office, located in Phoenix, Arizona, takes care of the day-to-day business activities of the Asso-

ciation.  For example, this is where your initial and renewal memberships are processed and mailed, where 

Wing World magazine and the Gold Book are published, and where GWRRA fills daily orders for products 

displaying the GWRRA name and/or logo.  The Home Office has a small, paid staff to do all these things 

for you.  Also located at the Home Office is the Founder of the Association, a Board of Directors, the Chair-

man of the Board, and the President and Executive Director.  These Officers ensure the Association runs 

smoothly and in the best interest of the membership. 

 

To provide a communications link between the Home Office and our Members, an Operations Division, 

headed by the Executive Director, had been established.  This Division is comprised of a large network of 

Officers, also referred to as "volunteer leaders," at various levels within the organization. 

 

The Association is comprised of "Regions."  Within each Region are two or more states (U.S.) and/or prov-

inces (Canada) ï we refer to states and provinces as "Districts."  (To help visualize the Regions, you may 

want to look at the Region Map on the Homepage.)  Within each District are "Chapters." 

A Director and Assistant Director(s), who are the network of Officers, or volunteer leaders, comprising the 

Operations Division, lead each Region, District and Chapter .
