The Invisible Motorcyclist ñ  Bob & Su-Lin Sutherlan, Chapter Educator CA-1Z 

Good evening to all. I came across this article written by Jim Culp. Jim brings up a very important 

issue that concerns all of us as riders. I know you hear this time and time again but itôs important to 

all of us. 
 

 

TOPIC:  THE INVISIBLE MOTORCYCLIST  

 

"I never saw him. He came out of nowhere!" That's probably the most common statements heard at a colli-

sion between an automobile and a motorcyclist. They're usually made by the operator of the auto because 

the motorcyclist is unconscious (or worse). 

 

As riders we wonder, "How can they NOT see us?  Are they just not looking?"  

 

A lack of attention on the part of the driver does explain some of the car/bike collisions; the distracted 

driver, cell 'phones, unruly children, etc. All these can contribute BUT some responsibility belongs to the 

motorcyclist as well. 

 

I know. I know. That's heresy.  Let me explain. 

 

¶ Motorcycles make up about 3% of the "normal" traffic flow. 

People "see" what they expect to see; things like cars and trucks 

Unless the rider does something to visually stand out, he can be easily overlooked. 

 

¶ Motorcycles ARE much harder to see than cars/trucks because of their smaller size. A motorcycle can 

easily be "lost" in the background even with the headlight on. 

Many motorcycles are colors that lend themselves to blending into the environment. Particularly dark col-

ored machines (black is the color of pavement after all). 

Many motorcyclist wear dark colored helmets (or no helmet at all, but we won't discuss those here) AND 

dark colored clothing.  A number of studies in the US and abroad have shown that a light colored (white, 

silver, yellow) helmet is more noticeable (during daylight hours) than a dark colored (black, dark red, dark 

blue) helmet.  Why? The driver sees this bright colored "orb" floating above the traffic (most riders heads 

are higher than the hoods/windshields of cars).  It's DIFFERENT. 

 

Lastly (and sadly), most motorcyclists are not skilled in emergency maneuvers.  Over 13% of the motorcy-

clists involved in fatal crashes made NO effort to avoid the collision. They didn't brake, they didn't swerve, 

they just rode right into the collision.  That's because, after they've gotten their license, they don't practice 

those kinds of maneuvers regularly (or ever). Motorcycling is a SKILL. It takes practice. 

 

So how can you NOT be the Invisible Motorcyclist?  

¶ Position your bike so it can be seen and identified in the traffic stream. 

¶ Wear bright colors 

¶ Consider getting a brightly colored bike 

¶ PRACTICE your emergency maneuvers 
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The Invisible Motorcyclist ñ  Bob & Su-Lin Sutherlan, Chapter Educator CA-1Z 
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  Or you could take the advice I got once from a very experienced rider. He told me not to "ride like I was in-

visibile." He told me to ride like they can see me and are actively planning to do something to take me out."

A wee bit of IrishñSaint Patricks Day 
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When St. Patrick's Day rolls around, it seems there's a wee bit o' the Irish in most of us. Parties, get-togethers, 

and family dinners wouldn't be complete without corned beef and cabbage and traditional Irish and Irish-

American dishes. Or, build a meal with a "green" theme.  

 

Corn Beef and Cabbage, Crock Pot Style 

Ingredients 

¶ 4 large carrots, peeled and cut into matchstick pieces 

¶ 10 baby red potatoes, quartered 

¶ 1 onion, peeled and cut into bite-sized pieces 

¶ 4 cups water 

¶ 1 (4 pound) corned beef brisket with spice packet 

¶ 6 ounces beer 

1/2 head cabbage, coarsely chopped 

 

Directions 

Place the carrots, potatoes, and onion into the bottom of a slow cooker, pour in the water, 

and place the brisket on top of the vegetables. Pour the beer over the brisket. Sprinkle 

on the spices from the packet, cover, and set the cooker on High.  

 

Cook the brisket for about 8 hours. An hour before serving, stir in the cabbage and cook for 1 more hour. 

 

 

Pistachio Mallow Salad 
Ingredients 

¶ 1 (16 ounce) container frozen whipped topping, thawed 

¶ 1 (3.4 ounce) package instant pistachio pudding mix 

¶ 6 drops green food coloring (optional) 

¶ 3 cups miniature marshmallows 

¶ 1 (20 ounce) can crushed pineapple, undrained 

1/2 cup chopped pistachios or walnuts 
 

Directions 

In a large bowl, combine whipped topping, pudding mix and food coloring if desired. 

Fold in the marshmallows and pineapple. Cover and refrigerate for at least 2 hours.

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     This month I am providing this Newsletter Article as a public service to advise of a recent experience that I 

had with my local phone service provider in hopes it you all donôt have the same problem. It isnôt really 

GWRRA related other than if it saves you a few bucks, maybe you can apply them towards your District Con-

vention Vacation in Mammoth Lakes in September 2011.  

 

     To set this story up, please understand that Rene & I currently both have IPhones with full internet service, 

home phone service with unlimited long distance, and use this company as our Internet Service Provider (ISP), 

so were paying over $200 per month for the total package. 

 

     The first thing I learned was that since the merger of this very large phone company with a three-letter acro-

nym title, they were offering a greatly reduced monthly service plan, around $27.00 per month ï which adds 

up very quickly. It has been available for a couple of years, but if you donôt call in and talk to them, they wonôt 

automatically lower it. Hmm, take a note here. 

 

     Next I started discussing some of the smaller fees they were charging us for like $7.50 per month for in-

home wiring insurance.. I explained that my house is less than 10 years old and I had dropped that several 

years earlier, but they added it back after the merge I mentioned earlier, without my approval. At $7.50 per 

month I could have hired a live-in electrician, not to mention that I am completely capable of doing all my own 

electrical wiring myself.  

 

    I then noticed a fee on the back of the bill for a service neither I nor the customer service rep could identify, 

all she could tell me was that it was from an anonymous company that bills through the phone company for 

something. That sounded weird, so I called the company to ask what it was I was paying for. They advised that 

I had signed up for a (800) xxx-xxxx answering service, which cost $12.95 per month. When I explained I that 

I use the phone company as my answering service so had no use for an answering service, they asked me if I 

knew someone named Fred Jones, because that is who signed up our phone number.  

 

     They told me we have been paying for said service since July 2008, to the tune of over $430.00. I insisted 

they reimburse me for the fraudulent charge, when they started asking me to verify who I was by answering 

some ñsecurity questionsò. I asked why didnôt they ask Mr. Fred Jones the same questions when he signed me 

up, but the answer was obvious. He (if there really was a Fred Jones) was setting me up to pay for something, 

as where I was trying to get my money back for something I didnôt order. ñShame on meò for not being more 

observant. 

 

     At the end of the day, we received a full reimbursement of the $430.00 plus reduced our phone bill by 

around $85.00 per month, which will definitely be applied to our Mammoth Lakes vacation, hope to see you 

there.  

     The moral of this story is to always verify what you are paying for. The Phone Company advised me that I 

should call in at least once per year to see if there are any ñdealsò available, and to ensure nothing has been 

ñadded onò to our account without our approval.
