 Change the way you Ride ñ  Danny Merritt, Chapter Educator  

 

ñChange the way you rideò That is a concept that many riders must consider when the weekend comes into 

play or when attending a dinner ride. Most of the riders commute on their bikes as a single rider. So when 

you have a passenger you must ñchange the way you rideò.  A passenger will defiantly force you to ride 

differently and make you adapt to the way your bike will react with a passenger on board. 

 

There are three different categories of passengers; 1st the passenger that will become a great riding compan-

ion, 2nd the passenger that cannot focus on the ride and has a tendency to fidget and continually move 

around, and 3rd the passenger that is so terrified to ride that they ñhold on so tightlyò that you do not know 

where they begin and you end. 

 

You definitely want to have a safe and enjoyable ride, so pick the passenger that will cause the least grief. 

This being said; you should decline to take a passenger that will cause you and your group an unsafe ride. If 

you are not comfortable carrying a passenger then donôt. 

 

First you want to make sure that your bike is suitable to carry a passenger, so consider the following. Make 

sure that the seat fits the passenger properly and that there is a back rest. Also there should be foot pegs or 

floorboards. If the seating is not antiquate for the passenger to feel safe then they will surly be holding on 

tightly to you!  Second you want the passenger to have on all the required safety apparel. A proper fitting 

helmet (DOT approved), chaps or jeans, long sleeve shirt and a vented jacket. One thing that I have heard 

about is; the larger bikes that have a back rest for the rider that is between him/her and the passenger can be 

hazardous if they should go down. The passenger can become trapped between the back rest and his/her 

own seat, causing serious bodily injury to the passenger if they cannot get off the bike. If you as the rider 

are comfortable with using your passenger as a back rest then do so. 

 

Secondly, EDUCATE your passenger!!!! Teach them how to ride behind you, how the bike feels and reacts. 

Explain to your passenger how they move and what they do will make the bike react in different motions 

and movements. Make sure they understand to move with you, to lean with the bike and not against it. As 

well they should stay seated at all times not to distract you and to stay seated until the bike comes to a stop 

and the rider tells them its ok to get off the bike. Inform the passenger that its your job to stabilize and con-

trol the bike not theirs. (2010, Riders) 

 

Most importantly a safe ride is an enjoyable ride for everyoneé.
